The Contrast Duo is a new piano and violin ensemble that presents a
diverse range of repertoire that combines performance art with the
traditional. They have performed in the US, Europe, Russia, and the
Philippines to which they received critical acclaim and enthusiastic
response. They were recently honored by the National Society of Arts
and Letters, won Best Instrumental Duo from the Global Music Awards,
and won Best Instrumental Song from the Akademia Music Awards.

They received 1st prize at the John Oliveira Inaugural String Competition,
prizes from the Arriaga, Coleman, Fischoff, and Doublestop Foundation
Competitions, and finalist at the Carnegie Hall Fellowship. They also
received major grants from various private individuals and business
establishments in Boca Raton, Boynton Beach, and Wellington areas.

Their performance art projects is one of the several initiatives of the
Contrast Duo. They have collaborated with Broadway singer Linda Eder,
Lilie Mcloud (The Voice finalist), Sisaundra Lewis (X factor finalist), Jon
Secada, and collaborations with various musicians, actors, visual artists,
and poets from all over the world. They also performed for Donald Trump,
Countess de Hoernle, Maestro Gerard Schwartz, violinists Pinchas
Zukerman, lda Haendel, and pianist Alexander Toradze.

As solo musicians, they earned their Masters and Performance
Certificate degrees at Lynn University and Saint Petersburg Conservatory
of Music. They are currently pursuing their PPC in Chamber Music under
the tutelage of ElImar Oliveira, Lisa Leonard, and Jon Robertson.
