BIOGRAPHY

American-Slovakian DAVID JONATHAN ROGERS began violin at six,
composing his first piece the next year. His concertmaster-ships began from age
nine at Las Vegas Youth Orchestra and, afterward, a five-year post at Reno
Philharmonic Youth Symphony Orchestra. In just over three years, he completed
undergraduate degrees in violin performance in music composition at Palm Beach
Atlantic University, where he won grand prize in the concerto competition with
Tchaikovsky. In 2008, Rogers won first prize in the MTNA State Composition
Competition. Since, his works have been performed by international artists over four
continents. Having learned from such teachers as James Buswell, David Cerone,
Marilyn Mims, and Philippe Entremont, he performed as a featured soloist in Europe,
Asia, North America, and the Caribbean. In 2013, Rogers co-founded the music
production company Vicarious D Music, with DJ J-Thor, fellow member of their
crossover electronic music duo, VicariouseD.
