Biographies 
Amanda Albert 
Amanda began piano study at age six with Mrs. Deborah Bohl in the Daytona Beach area. 
At age eight, she began studying with Mrs. Edith Palmer at Stetson University in Deland, 
Florida. In 1998, Amanda began studying music composition with Dr. Kari Juusela, 
Associate Dean ofMusic at Stetson, as she had already written several of her own 
pieces. She was among the top five winners of the symphony writing competition 
sponsored by the New England Conservatory ofMusic in the summer of2002. She 
perfonned in the Bach Festival Society Music Competition at Rollins College in Winter 
Park, Florida in 2001, 2002, and 2003. Amanda has been featured in three full-length 
articles published by the Daytona Beach News-Journal. In 2003, she completed her high 
school education with an Academic Scholar's Degree with a weighted average of 4.5. She 
became a piano student of Dr. Roberta Rust and entered Lynn University in September of 
2003. 

Alexander Tchobanov 
Alexander Tchobanov was born in Plovdiv, Bulgaria where he began playing the piano at 
the age of six, entering the Dobrin Petkov Music School in Plovdiv in the class ofGinka 
Taskova. At ten, he gave his first solo recital and was declared a prize-winner of the 
Svetoslav Obretenov national competition for instrumentalists and singers. At sixteen, he 
was accepted on full-scholarship to study at the Idyllwild Arts Academy in Idyllwild, 
California where he earned his high-school diploma. 

While in California, Alex was a prize-winner in the California Youth Piano Competition and 
was also chosen as a semifinalist at the Spotlights Competition in Los Angeles. In 2000, 
Alex was invited to perform a live recital along with renowned pianist Christopher O'Riley 
on the classical radio station WGBH in Boston and he also performed at the Jordan Hall of 
the New England Conservatory. Alex continues his studies in the United States at Lynn 
University with Dr. Roberta Rust. 

Pier Picone 
Pier Picone was born in New Rochelle, New York in 1983 and began playing the piano in 
199 2. Pier studied with Charla Hofstetter in Zurich, Switzerland and performed the 
Kabalevsky Concerto No.4 with the Zurich Chamber Orchestra in Zurich Tonhalle and in 
Basel in 2000.

Qin Han was born in southwest China in 1983. At the age of five he began piano studies 
with one of China's leading professors, Zhaoyi Dan. In 1996 he was accepted into the 
Sichuan Conservatory in Chengdu continuing his studies with Hanguo Yang, chair of the 
piano department. He came to the United States in 2003 to study at Lynn University with 
Dr. Roberta Rust. Qin has been a prize-winner in several competitions in his native China 
including the Midwest Piano Competition and the First National Two-Piano Competition. 
He was among a select group of young Chinese pianists who was awarded a Yamaha 
Scholarship in 2001 and holds a diploma from the Fourth Horowitz International Piano 
Competition in the Ukraine. Qin recently won the grand prize of the 2003 Centre for the 
Arts at Mizner Park Michael and Madelyn Savarick Scholarship Competition.

Oliver Salonga 
An outstanding graduate of the Philippine High School for the Arts majoring in piano 
performance, Oliver Salonga first came to the attention of Manila's music lovers when he 
won first prize in the National Music Competition for Young Artist (NAMCYA) twice in a 
row-1998andin2001. 

What impressed the jury was his big, robust tone and an emerging keyboard artistry. 
After his triumph at the NAMCYA playing Beethoven's Piano Concerto No. 1 Op. 15, he 
appeared in music festivals in Manila, Northern Luzon, Taiwan, Japan, and Singapore 
where his unique keyboard touch got positive notices. 

After playing Grieg's Piano Concerto Op.l6 in Singapore, Oliver made his debute with the 
Philippine Philharmonic Orchestra under the baton ofRuggiero Barbieri and got a 
standing ovation along with enthusiastic reviews from the country's leading music critics. 
The country's most celebrated pianist Cecile Licad heard him play Chopin's Scherzo No. 2 
and found him "highly promising". 

At the Philippine High School for the Arts, Oliver was under the tutelage of Prof. 
Carmencita Arambulo. Upon graduation from PHSA as the most outstanding student artist 
in music and as the 1st Honorable Mention ofhis class, Oliver was the recipient of the 
Sunico Foundation Scholarship Award. In August 2003, at the University of the 
Philippines, Oliver won 1st prize at the Rachmaninoff Piano Competition playing 
Rachmaninoff's Piano Concerto No.2 inc minor.
