Other principal teachers include
Tom Khnific, Charles Garrett, Derek Weller, Sheila Garrett, Shigeru
Ishikawa, Mark Morton and Timothy Cobb. She has also performed in
master classes for Francois Rabbath, Stuart Sankey, Bruce Bransby, and
Paul Ellison.

Ms. Leslie holds a Bachelor of Music degree from Indiana University, a
Master of Music degree from Lynn University and is currently completing a
Professional Performance Certificate at Lynn University where she studies
with Timothy Cobb. Other musical training was received at Mount Royal
College, the National Music Camp and the Intetlochen Arts Academy

where she graduated with honors.
