While in Miami,
he performed with the "Actors Playhouse,” the "South Florida Composers
Alliance," "PACE" (Performing Arts for Community and Education,") and
established a duo with pianist Linda Charlton, in addition to engagements with
his Latin Jazz band "Fonopsis."
